Along with a guitar, violin, trombone, accordion, 
trumpet and drums, you will also hear the 
Jarana. The Jarana is a traditional Mexican 
guitar with 8 strings and the main instrument in 
the Son Jarocho style from the state of Veracruz 
in Mexico. Jaranas come in different shapes and 
sizes. The one Sonia plays is a “jarana primera”, 
it was custom made and Sonia has been playing 
it for 9 years.

While here at the Lied Center, Sonia will perform many different songs and will sing 
them in both English and Spanish. One song, “This Land is Your Land, This Land Is 
My Land” is a famous song by Woody Guthrie.

Mr. Woody Guthrie was born in 1912 in a small town in Oklahoma called 
Okemah. He was a singer-songwriter and musician who wrote and 
performed hundreds of political, traditional, and children’s songs. Many 
of his songs are about his experiences during the Great Depression 
when he traveled with displaced farmers from Oklahoma to California 
and learned their traditional folk and blues songs, earning him the nick-
name the “Dust Bowl Troubadour”. Mr. Guthrie wrote “This Land Is Your 
Land,” one of America’s most famous songs.
