ABOUT THE QUEEN’S CARTOONISTS

The Queen’s Cartoonists play music from classic cartoons and contemporary animation. The
performances are synchronized to video projections of the original films, with the goal of creating

a concert of classical music and jazz for everyone — regardless of age, gender, or familiarity with
the concert hall. Since their inception in 2015, The Queen’s Cartoonists have gone from playing in
the New York subway system to selling out the Blue Note Jazz Club and opening for the New York
Philharmonic. The 6 members, born on 3 continents, are now residents of Queens, NY. Expect the
unexpected from repertoire that includes the Golden Age of animation, cult cartoon classics, modern
video pieces, comedy, and elements of a musical circus!

Joel wrote additional
music for the 2013 film The Internship, and is the author of
numerous music education books, including You Suck at Piano,
and 20 Piano Pieces for People with Emotional Problems.
